AN ECONOMIC ANALYSIS OF THE THERAPIES FOR HIGHLY
ACTIVE RELAPSING REMITTING MULTIPLE SCLEROSIS

Abstract. The study aim was to model local data for costs and health
benefits of the alternative health technologies for treatment of highly active
relapsing remitting multiple sclerosis and realization of an indirect comparison
based on network meta-analysis. The input data in the model were the meas-



ured and assessed clinical end-points in the CLARITY, CONFIRM, CARE-MS
and AFFIRM randomized multicenter trials. The performed economic analysis
came to the conclusion that cladribine and alemtuzumab dominate fingolimod,
ocrelizumab and natalizumab with an improved therapeutic efficacy and lower
expense. Ocrelizumab has a therapeutic superiority and an acceptable cost-
effectiveness in comparison with natalizumab and fingolimod, as well as
cladribine in comparison with dimethyl fumarate. The results of our economic
analysis are confirmed by the assessments of similar technologies performed
in the USA, Canada, Great Britain, Spain, Sweden, Portugal and Cyprus.
